e Theschool closes for the year the last week of December and reopens
after the 1st week of January (Both months payable in full).

Per term (3 or 4 terms per year):

Fees will be payable in advance, no later than the 1st day of each term.

e Every term will be payable in full, irrespective of the amount of lessons
attended.
